Taverham travelled to Beeston with a slightly weakened side as some players were 
unavailable due to Royal Norfolk Show commitments, but many thanks must go to 
players that replaced them for a result which was very impressive indeed.  Taverham 
lost the toss and were put into bat.  They started very well with Kieran Peters hitting 
three fours and Sam Hunt keeping the other end intact. After Kieran fell to a good 
catch, Georgie Michael came to the crease and was soon dispatching the ball to all 
corners of the field.  Georgie top scored with 30 and Sam made 29 which was a 
partnership of 83 runs!! Taverham had made 103 runs in 17 overs, but they only 
managed 4 runs in the last four overs and this would leave the match delicately 
balanced.  Beeston started their innings very positively. The Taverham fielding was 
on top form and everyone played their part at saving fours. The Beeston opener 
scored 51 and was ably supported by a number of other players. With two overs of 
their innings left Beeston needed 14 runs and were scoring well until Freddie Mann 
took a brilliant left handed diving catch off his own bowling to dismiss their best 
player. We doubt he will take a better catch for a number of years!  James Robb then 
caught another good catch to wrap the game up with Taverham Hall winning by 3 
runs in a highly entertaining and competitive game. The final to come against 
Norwich on Monday 5th July is at home and starts at 1400 hours.

The following report by Mr Ross Hamilton tells of a fantastic trip away................ 
 
YEAR 6-7 TRIP TO NAPLES 
 
From the 17 – 21 June, 29 children from Years 6 and 7 went to the bay of Naples in 
Italy to see the towns of Pompeii and Herculaneum preserved exactly as they were 
nearly 2000 years ago by the eruption of Vesuvius. They also had the opportunity to 
learn about Volcanoes, Italian culture and a little bit of the Italian language. 
 
We left Taverham Hall at 0200 on the Thursday morning and drove to Gatwick 
before flying to Naples airport. We arrived to be confronted by 34 degree heat – a 
good job I had arranged to visit Solfatara, a volcanic crater with jets of hot steam 
pouring from the ground. After a quick stop for some water we visited one of the 
largest amphitheatres in Italy in the nearby town of Pozzuoli. It was fantastic as the 
children were given the opportunity to explore the rooms and tunnels underneath 
which would have housed the gladiators and the animals. We then made our way to 
the hotel in the beautiful seaside town of Sorrento. The children certainly enjoyed 
dipping their feet in the cool sea after a long, hot day. 
 
We spent the Friday exploring the remains of Pompeii. It was a fantastic day and the 
children learned so much about the Roman way of life. On Saturday, we spent the 
morning climbing to the top of Vesuvius and walking around the crater. The children 
discovered some amazing facts about how the volcano has changed over the years. 
The afternoon was spent at the Roman town of Herculaneum which was even better 
preserved than Pompeii because it was not destroyed by the volcano but merely 
buried by the pyroclastic flow. It was amazing to see a wooden boat preserved from 
2000 years ago and the children could look at it and imagine the people trying to 
escape into the sea from the volcano. 
 
After a busy and action packed three days we took the Hydrofoil over to the beautiful 
island of Capri where we spent the Sunday shopping, eating , relaxing and playing in 
the sea before our final night in Italy back at our hotel. 
 
We travelled back by plane on the Monday and returned to Taverham Hall just 
before 1900.  
 
It was a fantastic experience which the children will remember for a lifetime. I know I 
will.
